— just to his parent's home. His

Men's basketball coach Kelvin
Sampson made more than $300

in calls o his parents in Pem-
broke, N.C.. during those same
ten months, and tacked on
another $40 in calls to Lisa Boria
in Las Vegas. Nev.. — including
a call that started &t 12-24 a.m.
and ended al 1:48 am.. lasting
34 minutes al more than §20,
and four calls on Sepi. § ranging
fram 16 to 34 minutes, aimast
anather $20.

Budget sends
legislators

Into overtime

Legislators are still m Olympia — at a
cost of about $18,000 a day for taxpayers
Business wasn't concluded when the end
of the 105-day session was reached, caus-
ing legislators to stay late,

The budget. which is the main stumbling
block causing the delay, is expected
Wadnesday

Hewever, legislators managed to approve
a health care conference report and send
SB5304 to the governor, a bill that would
prowide health care to all Washington resi-
gents through state-regulated managed
COMpsetitin.

The bill states that basic health care
insurance coverage will be phased in
between July 1993 and mid-1999 for al
Washington residents, and cost controls
will be imposed on the ndustry

All companies are required to pay at
least 50 percent of the cast of coverage for
employees and their dependents, starting
with the biggest companies in mid-1995
and the smallest by mid-1999. Unemployed
people and their children would be coversd
by programs partly financed with new taxes
on the health care industry, tobacco and
aleahol.

Minimumn benefits include routing and
EMErgency care, preventive services, thera-
peutic drugs, matemity and child care,
some mantal health treatment and chemical
dependency Itreatment. Other benefits can
be offéred by companies or purchased by
indviduals.

The money for the new program will
come from the nearly $500 million a year
raised by 1999 in new tobacco, liquor and
beer taxes, and from the health care indus-
fry. It will pay for subsidized care for peo-
ple not covered by employers, for financial
help for businesses unable to cover
employees and for public health programs
such as AIDS and tuberculosis prevention
and treatment.

On Sunday the House and Senate
approved and sent a bill to Gov. Mike
Lowry that would give state colleges and
universities new authority over their own
finances, tuition and the number of stu-
dents they can admit.

The bill was approved 97-0 by the House

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Police receive second rape report in 4 days
Both victims are still undecided about pressing charges

Another acquaintance rape
stident was reported Sunday, the second
attack reported in four days.

While both women have spoken lo
palice, they have not yet decided whether
lo press charges, Pullman and University
Pﬂana Department officials said.

"We have talked fo the woman, but she
does not wish to prosecute at this time,”
Lt. Mike Kenny of the University Police
Department said about the rape reported
Sunday.

The woman's mather reported the rape
to police, but an officer has talked to
woman since the initial report, Kenny said,

The woman who reported being raped
early Thursday morning also is deciding
whether she wants to go forward with the
case, Sgt. Chris Tennant of the Pullman
Police Department said.

“The victim has been somewhat reluc-
fant to talk to police since the initial report,
but right now we want o make sure she
gets the halp she needs dealing with this,”
Tennant said. “She has time to decide if
she wants 1o press charges after she gets
some help dealing with this,”

Tennant said the police department
always makes an effort to get rape victims
in contact with a counseling or crisis group
1o deal with the effects of the rape.

“Regardiess of the individual circum-
stances of the case, it is always a tray

matic event, and we want to pet them in
touch with groups that can help them," he
5aid,

Tennant said the police have the name of
the suspect in the ¢ase and probably will
be talking to him in the near fulure, after
they speak to the woman again.

The Thursday and Sunday rapes were
the sixth and seventh reported rapes of
WSU students this school year, respec-
tively, and the fourth and fifth reported
acquaintance rapes,

The first repnmcl rape was in Septem-
ber, folowed by another in October and
two in November.

The fifth rape was reported tha first
weekend after samester break.
